Your motto, “FRIENDS FOR FUN, SAFETY AND KNOWLEDGE” pretty much tells you what your organization is all about.

NATIONAL HISTORY:

GWRRA became a reality in Phoenix, Arizona in 1977 when Paul Hildebrand and Shirley Stevens-Garcia and a small group of friends decided they wanted to give others a chance to enjoy what they were enjoying.

PENNSYLVANIA HISTORY:
