It was going to be a new experience for
me and not wanting to make a fool of myself as
usual and of course cause embarrassment to my
younger Brother who is not only married to a
Chinese Lady but lives in Hong Kong also. It is
important that the oldest (me ) set the proper
example. Upon doing a quick research on the
internet I found it was probably going to be
interesting in the least as a lot of the things that
happen have Buddhist origins and my Sister-in-
law and her whole families are practicing
Christians.

PA DISTRICT MED COORDINATORS :
� Membership Enhancement�

This part of the membership Enhancement
program is the Recruitment and Retention As with
the other three programs in MED, this one is
very important  Recruiting ; a new member of a
organization, to strengthen with new members.
Retention: the act of retaining, capacity to retain.

That is how Webster defines these two
words. That is exactly what the process is in
GWRRA -- Add new members and retain the
present members.

The following was written by June Agee,
MED Director:
  Membership Cycle:

� Membership retention is the natural
completion of the membership recruitment
process. Recruitment and retention are the
beginning and end of the membership cycle. In
between recruitment and retention is the period
where the new member�s expectations are either
fulfilled, resulting in a satisfied and enthusiastic
member, or are left unfulfilled resulting in a
disillusioned member who is not likely to renew
his or her membership when it expires.

While all GWRRA members are
encouraged to participate in the recruitment
process and should be active participants in the
activities of their local chapter helping to
welcome the new member, it is ultimately
the responsibility of the Chapter Director to make
sure that the new members are firmly integrated
into the activities of the chapter and that the new
members do not �fall through the cracks�.
           Cause and Effect: The amount of effort
needed to achieve successful membership
retention is to a large degree inversely
proportional to the quantity and quality of effort
expended on the first two parts of the membership
cycle, the recruitment and the membership period
following recruitment The stronger the first and
second phases of the cycle are, the easier the third
phrase becomes. Conversely, a strong recruitment
phase with a weak membership phase results in a
retention phase that could be near impossible to
accomplish successfully.�

Thank you June.  I hope this brings a
better understanding to this one phase of the
Membership Enhancement program.

PA DISTRICT TRAINERS:
I pulled the following from the Advanced

Leadership Skills presentation.  It discusses some
skills that you should be using and practicing
these to be an effective leader.

LEADERSHIP TRAITS AND SURVIVAL
SKILLS

The Ability To Adapt -A leader adapts well and
quickly knowing it is not the strong but the
adaptable that survive.  Adapting means learning,
when changes occur don't get mad, get busy -
Change the changeable; Accept the unchangeable;
Remove yourself from the unacceptable.

Keep The Right Perspective - A leader knows the
true meaning of success - For every winner there
are always other winners involved.  Success is the
process of learning, sharing, and growing.
Happiness is associated more with the experience
of the journey than the fleeting moment of arrival.
Some things are truly important and some things
we only THINK are important.

Effective Use Of Time - A leader uses time
effectively, knowing what they want and using their
time getting it - Organization and goal setting are
the keys.

Personal Balance - (Managing Stress) A leader is a
complete person a complete person is balanced -
too much or too little of anything is bad.  Strive to
balance the relationships between social, spiritual,
physical, family, financial, professional, community
support, mental activities.  Understand the
importance of perspective and work to become is
mentally and physically fit.

Adapting is the ability to rolling with the
punches.  As a Chapter Director we sometimes get
frustrated and angry when we plan something but
others in the chapter have other ideas and our plans
get dropped.  Is that the reason we are in this
position or do we really want to help our members
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have more FUN and enjoyment?  If it is the latter
then is what we want to do going to make our
members happy or what they want to do?  I think
you can see this point, but I am enticing you to take
this to heart and just take all changes and questions
of our authority as they say �a duck let�s water roll
off it�s back�.  If members aren�t persuaded to your
ideas, then accept what they propose.  In the long
run they will think more highly of you.

Keeping the right perspective is realizing that
this is not a competition.  If you want to be
considered a winner then all participants in the
chapter need to feel like winners.  How can we do
this?  By accepting their input, putting it to work for
the chapter and giving them credit.  If you keep all
the praise and glory for yourself, then you lose and
so do they.

Effective use of time generally means you
have to delegate.  Again, most of us think we can
do it better so I�ll just do it myself.  But this has all
the work piling up on you and feeling overworked.
Anyone can do a job adequately if you do a couple
of simple steps.  Explain what the job is in detail,
tell them what you expect of them and the results
you want to see, then step back and LET THEM
DO IT!  Check on progress intermittently and in a
timely manner.  Then PRAISE them for getting the
job done.  (Even if it wasn�t exactly what you
wanted!)

Remember this is just a volunteer job.  Get
away and do something else that will relieve stress.
Bonnie and I used to ride bikes, now she quilts and
I do other things since we can�t ride bikes.  If you
always let GWRRA and the chapter run your life
here is what is going to happen.  At some point you
will say, �I�m not doing this anymore�, �I�m tired
of: directing people; talking to people; dealing with
people; going with the chapter here or there�.
That�s called burn out and it happens because we
reach a certain level of stress that is created by
everything we have to deal with and don�t do other
things where we can relax.  I specifically don�t
participate as an officer in either a ham
organization, bicycle organization, technology
related group, etc.  Why?  Because when I do those
items I do them to relax and let someone else be in
charge.  You should do the same.

Thanks for reading this, this month.  I hope
you can put some of this into practice and both you
and your chapter benefit.  Until next month �

MAD COORDINATORS ARTICLE:
PA-District Motorist Awareness Division

This is usually the time when we have new
Chapter Staff coming on board with a lot
of excitement and new ideas. They are trying to
fill staff positions and asking for help.

We hear of members that have been involved
with GWRRA for years and ask why do
we need another staff position? Well here is what
Mike Wright had to say about the Motorist
Awareness Division.

 Why have this program?
Due to the alarming increase of motorcycle

accidents, Mike Wright, President of GWRRA,
saw the need to create an outreach program in our
organization to become proactive in our
communities in educating the public on
�Motorcycle Awareness�. Stated in June 2003
article when announcing �A New Division in
GWRRA.

Few of us could have foreseen the
increased hazards imposed on motorcyclists in the
past five years. Competition for road space is
often fierce, especially during rush hours or on
busy interstates and streets. Vehicle operators are
more distracted than any of us could have
imagined with cellular telephones, concentration
on talk radio shows, and stereo systems so loud,
outside noise is completely shut out of the inner
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sanctum within their vehicle. In our judgment, we
have crossed into a new era that will need the
cooperation of all highway users to cope with our
modern-day traffic congestion. It is time to
expand our focus beyond just our own
Member/Riders and Co-Riders. It is time to take
an active role in helping to educate other highway
users that motorcycles and trikes share the road
with them every day.�

The main purpose is to have
representatives from the Region, District and
Chapter levels out there visiting community
organizations like student driver education
classes, Elk, Kiwanis or Lion�s clubs. Possibly
even retirement communities or your local church
group. Through the distribution of literature and
conducting short seminars they will demonstrate
the vulnerable position motorcyclists are in when
sharing the road with the typical motorist. The
goal is to leave them with a new attitude and
awareness of our fellow motorcyclist.

We are puting a face behind the glasses, face
shields and windshields that we use and making
them more aware of us. This is the purpose of the
MAD Program. As Chapter Directors and
Assistant Directors think of who in your chapter
would be good at getting the word out that:
"Motorcyclists Are Dying To Be Seen",
Then ask them if they would be interested in the
position.

Who you are is far more important than the

knowledge you possess as a leader.
Once long ago, when asked by a reporter if

he had a message he wanted the world to hear,
Gandhi replied, "My life is my message."
Whether we like it or not, this statement is just as
true for you and me today as it was for Gandhi
then.

Our presence that we express is far richer
and truer than what we say in words.
So when you stand up in front of your Chapter
members and present your material, what you are
really presenting is yourself.  Your deepest
thoughts, feelings, fears, hopes, and aspirations
come through as an unspoken wave of
information that others pick up at a level often
below their conscious awareness. Amazingly, this
influences others more powerfully than mere
words. So in a sense, we are our material, and our
life is our message!

The experts say that non-verbal
communication, otherwise known as your body
language, is as important as verbal, if not, more
so.  If your Chapter members appear bored, angry,
or frustrated, then they probably are!  Effective
leaders need to be conscious of the power of their
own body language. For instance, using open
posture; standing where you can be seen by all;

moving deliberately and for a purpose; using
gestures to strengthen or enhance your
communication; not using podiums or other
objects to hide behind; making regular eye contact
with everyone; and being expressive, amplifying
what you are feeling and saying with your facial
expressions.

So, the next time you stand up in front of
your Chapter, remember that it is not only what
you say, but how you say and present it.
