GWRRA.

When the session ended, | commented to
another member that there was so much raw
passion in the Q & A that you would think the
ingtitution of marriage were under attack. [t is
under attack,[The said. | was stunned by his
viewpoint. Nothing that had transpired even
remotely threatened my marriage.

The other event was a holiday gathering of
a chapter here in southeastern PA where | greeted
one GWRRA member by wishing him a Merry
Christmas. He said he was glad to hear me say
Merry Christmasdand not [Happy Holiday[]
because hels tired of these [Secular peopl elJand
their war on Christmas and there attacks on
religion.

I informed him that although | was secular,
| was not at war with Christmas.

[Are you an aheist?] he asked
incredulously, apparently confusing the two
terms.

No,OI replied. Mt simply means Ih
more concerned about this world than the next.[

The conversation pretty much ended there.
| didnii have the heart to tell him that that the
early settlers coming to this land were seeking not
only freedom of religion (the right to worship as
they saw fit), but also freedom from religion (state
religions imposed upon them by the governments
of the countries they had |eft).

He would have been amazed to know that
the Protestant Puritans of New England distrusted
the Anglican Protestants of Virginia and vice
versa. Both of these groups were more than
uncomfortable with the Catholics under Lord
Baltimore who had settled Maryland. And they
were al wary of the Quakers and Anabaptists who
settled Pennsylvania.

It was indeed a miracle that they were able
to overcome their differences and form a
government. They did so, in part, by, in Thomas
Jeffersoni(s words, erecting [@ wall of separation
between Church and Statell In other words,
worldly matters would be handled by the secular

government, and spiritual matters would the realm
of various church denominations,

What redly would have caused
consternation and disbelief for that gentleman
would have been to show him the language from
Article 11 of the Treaty of Tripoli of 1797 which

This is not because the Association is
opposed to religion but for the reason there
are many different religions in existence and
some of their beliefs conflict in philosophy
with those of others.
Religion is, and should be, a personal choice.
No Member should be compelled or forced by
virtue of their attendance at a GWRRA
function, to participate in a religious
ceremony that may be in conflict with their
own beliefs. If for some reason it is
determined that prayer is appropriate, then
make it a moment of [SilentUprayer so that
everyone in attendance can offer the prayer
in their own way.

| substitute teach in a public school. While
the student body is predominately Christian to one
degree or another, we aso have students who are
Jewish, Islamic, Buddhists, Hindu, and, yes, self-
proclaimed atheists. Any of these students may
pray in school in his or her own way. The
Supreme Court has not banned individual prayer
in our secular public schools. It has barred school
employees from conducting denominational
prayers. That is the job of the church or church



affiliated private school.  ThatlS what the
Founders wanted.

And so it should be in GWRRA. We
should resolve in the New Y ear to be open to and
tolerant of al who want to join our GWRRA
family and share our love of the motorcycle. |
should not tell the Jew hels going to hell because
he doesn(il accept Jesus as his Savior, nor should
he tell me it[S wrong to eat my roast pork
sandwich.

But it[S more than that. It means accepting,
indeed welcoming into GWRRA people who are
not only of a different creed, but also of a
different gender, race, political philosophy, ethnic
background, etc. It involves tolerance, and it(sS
often easier said than done. Who knows, a little
tolerance and understanding might have prevented
that dust-up over singles at the NE Region
meeting.

S0 it[S the middle of winter and you have
been practicing what we discussed last month.
Your chapter is having more fun and planning
many great rides, dinners and events for the
coming year. What(s the follow up? How about
sometraining?

We are avallable for training on many
topics that might be of interest to your members
or staff. One | can think of is newsletters and
making them what your chapter wants. Even the
best newsletter has room for improvement to
make it even easier for your users to use and



enjoy.

For the newdletter editors | thought 1(d take
just one area of your newsletter and do some
constructive thinking to help you come up with
the design that your readers like. The areais the
ride schedule or calendar.

Let[sS open Word on our computers and set
the text alignment to [Genteredl] Drop down a
couple of lines and then choose [Boldland type
the heading. It could be the month, Ride Schedule
or some other title. In my example it is [Chapter
Rides for February[li.e.

Chapter Rides for February

Then choose [Table[and insert atable. If
you are going to do a monthly schedule type
display the table should have 7 columns to
represent the days of the week and the number or
rows to cover the month either 4 or 5. [i.e.

If you are doing a table for rides then you
can just create the number of rows that
corresponds to the number of rides, i.e. if you
have ten rides then make your table ten rows. The
number of columns then corresponds to the
content you wish to present. If it is: ride name,
date, start location, specia information; then you
would have four columns. If it is: date, ride name,
leader, start time and ride type then you need 5
columns.

Do severa different types of schedules,
one as a caendar, one as atable then aso do one
as a list of dates and rides. Print these out and
make several copies. Try to make them as
representative of what your norma rides would
be. You can then hand them out at the next
gathering and ask everyone to choose the one that
makes the most sense to them or that they like to
looks of the most. From this exercise you can
find out what you readers are keying in on. If all
of the examples have the same information that is.

If one style is the obvious choice then that
is the one you should use for your newsletter,
more people with grasp and understand the

information presented. If there isniil one clear
choice then you may have to present schedules in
both styles to give your readers a the choice that
fits their method of undertanding information.

This test can be used for amost any
formatting of your newletter that you want to
know about. Things like: what font should it be
printed in; should it be in one column, two
columns, three per page; should we have bar
separators between columns or articles, etc. |If
you print up severa different pages for each of
these items and ask the readers to choose youll
have your answer rather quickly.

| hear you asking, why would | do al of
that? Frankly, making the newdletter fit what
most of the readers like will greatly increase their
enjoyment of the newdetter and youll start
hearing things like, Did you see the article on
such and such? It was great, what a great |ooking
newsletter, canf tell you how much nicer the
newsl etter |ooks.

So there is just a short tutorial on how to
help improve your newsletter. Try it, you just
may be the talk of the next gathering! And if you
would like some training on some other topic just
give us a shout at mcclun@dejazzd.com.

MAD COORDINATORS ARTICLE:

What all drivers should know.

1. Motorcyclists often slow by downshifting or
merely rolling off the throttle, thus not activating
the brake light. Allow more following distance,
say 3 or 4 seconds. At intersections, predict a
motorcyclist may slow down without visua
warning.

2. Turn signals on a motorcycle usually are not
self-canceling, thus some riders, (especialy
beginners) sometimes forget to turn them off after
a turn or lane change. Make sure a motorcyclels
signa is for real.
3. Motorcyclists often adjust position within a
lane to be seen more easily and to minimize the
effects of wind, road debris, and passing

vehicles. Understand that motorcyclists adjust
lane position for a purpose, not to be reckless or
show off.
4. Because of its small size a motorcycle seems to
be moving faster than it really is. Donl think
motorcyclists are Speed demons.
5. Because of its small size, a motorcycle may
look farther away than it is. When checking traffic
to turn at an intersection, predict a motorcycle

is closer than it looks.
6. Because of its small size, a motorcycle can be
easily hidden by objects inside or outside a car
(door posts, mirrors, passengers, bushes,fences,
bridges, blind spots, etc). Take an extra moment
to thoroughly check traffic, whether youlfe
changing lanes or turning at intersections.
7. Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the
same as for cars, but dippery pavement makes
quick stopping difficult. Allow a motorcyclist
more following distance because it canll aways
stop (0N a dimel]
8. Maneuverahility is one of a motorcyclels better
characteristics, but only at slower speeds and with

good road conditions. Donlilexpect a motorcyclist
to aways be able to dodge out of the way.
9. Carying a passenger complicates a
motorcyclistlS task. Balance is more difficult.
Stopping distance is increased. Maneuverability is
reduced. Predict more problems when you see two
on a motorcycle, especially near intersections.
10. Mirrors are smaller on a motorcycle and are
usualy convex, thus giving a motorcyclist a
smaler image of you and making you seem
farther back than you realy are. Keep at least a
three or four second space cushion when
following a motorcyclist.
11. There are a lot more cars and trucks than
motorcycles on the road, and some drivers donl(i
[fecognize[a motorcycle and ignore it (usually
unintentionally). Look for motorcycles, especialy
when checking traffic a an intersection.
12. At night, single headlights and taillights of
motorcycles can blend into the lights of other
traffic. Those [@dd(lights could be a motorcycle.
13. When a motorcycle is in motion, don(il think
of it as motorcycle; think of it as a person.
