So you are First Aid, CPR, AED trained – Now What?

A good number of our Chapter members took advantage of the First Aid, CPR & AED training classes recently – CONGRATULATIONS!! About half of the students in our class were re-training and the balance new. There were some really pertinent questions asked and that sure seemed to please our instructor who was glad see folks were really interested in the material presented. If you could have attended and didn’t – well, we will not go there!!
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There was some discussion about the CPR barrier masks that are available. From my searches several years ago I amassed a rather long list of web sites, of which I will not burden you, that are related First Aid/CPR/AED supplies. In our class one of the students asked about the CPR barrier mask availability so here is some information that relates to the question. There are several styles of barrier masks; the one that appears to be a convenient “portable” style is the keychain case style. It provides more than just a simple barrier as the sheet mask, sometimes used in training, since it has a tube with a one-way valve and filter media to add an extra measure of protection for the CPR provider. It is less cumbersome than the full, semi-rigid mask that is often found in First Aid Kits. Some of the keychain masks include nitrile gloves, others only the CPR mask. That is up to you whether or not you want the gloves in the case. Price for the keychain with gloves is around $10.00.
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Anther option is a semi-rigid version mask. This mask is often found in dedicated First Aid/CPR Kits where there is more room to store equipment versus the keychain style. Some CPR masks have additional ports in addition to the main port to administer the CPR breaths. One is for oxygen another to adjust the sealing cushion to better conform to varying faces. You can purchase these in a protective hard plastic case and replacement valve/filter assemblies are available. Prices for this style are around $13.00. The semi-rigid mask also provides an all in one seal over the mouth and nose of the patient. 

This is not an endorsement for either the manufacturer of the masks or style. Your purchase is a personal preference. You may even decide to buy one to carry and one for your First Aid Kit. Remember that a bulk purchase could be arranged if a given number of folks are interested in an item, this will help reduce costs a little.

There has been talk of individual First Aid Kits in the Chapter for several years. Dave’s program presented a list to get you off to a start but you should build upon the basics and tailor your kit to you and/or your activities! In some cases your First Aid Kit could end up being a little pricey but that depends upon how extensive you want to provide for yourself while building your kit. Think about this; what if everyone decided to rely on “someone else” to provide First Aid supplies and no one decided to be the “someone else” with a First Aid Kit? Maybe NOW is the time to consider being a little self-reliant, at least provide yourself a reasonable First Aid Kit for those just in case times. It need not be a $200 specialized kit but something that suits your personal preferences and needs to accommodate you. Remember, to begin with, it is YOUR First Aid kit!
