Protected by umbrellas our sturdy men folk braved the pouring rain and roasted the dogs to perfection, while also grilling corn and telling stories. We over indulged on these delicacies and many more culinary delights prepared by Chapter I participants.
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I would guess I wasn’t the only one who returned home picking corn from my teeth, smacking my lips and saying, “I probably shouldn’t have eaten that last whatever”.

We missed Mount St. Helens – the road was closed.

Into the Columbia River Gorge again – this time the southern part which forms the border between Washington and Oregon. Among other things we met Herman. A giant 69 year old sturgeon caught in the Columbia River who now lives in luxury at the Bonnieville Dam Fish Hatchery in Oregon. 

We then headed south on Oregon’s Pacific Coast on Route 101. I got my feet wet in the Pacific Ocean on purpose; Bill got his wet by accident… sneaky wave! We watched and listened to sea lions singing, ate clam chowder every night and had the best blackberry pie ever.

Into California then to see the Redwoods. A ranger directed us to a one lane dirt road that wanders among these amazing giants…a one-lane road with two-way traffic and few pullovers. We encountered only two idiot drivers - one in a hurry, passed us going our way – one put us up against a giant root then smiling, said, “Ok, You can pass now.”

IF YOU CAN AVOID RIDING THRU LEAVES ON A FALL DAY, MY BEST ADVICE IS TO DO IT .   LEAVES CAN ALSO HIDE HAZARDS SUCH AS SHARP DEBRIS OR A POT HOLE.   IT JUST MAKES GOOD SAFETY SENSE TO AVIOD RIDING THRU LEAVES AT ALL TIMES, IF POSSIBLE.   IF YOU WANT TO PLAY IN THE LEAVES, STOP & GET OFF THE BIKE AND THROW SOME AT YOUR RIDING PARTNER.
